The Military Leadership Academy:  The Academy is a two week summer camp for high school students 
that are interested in learning about the military.  Through numerous challenges both physical and mental, 
our campers (cadets) gain a fundamental understanding of military life, leadership doctrines, and valuable 
character traits.

The Freedom Alliance Military Leadership Academy is seeking highly motivated and outstanding ROTC 
college students to work with the Academy this summer.  We are looking for students who excel both 
inside and outside the classroom and individuals who hold themselves to the highest personal standards.  
The Instructor Staff is encouraged to take a personal interest in the program and continue to develop the 
activities and curriculum of the Academy.

By joining the Freedom Alliance Military Leadership Academy cadre you will be able to participate in unique 
activities and classes that help instill positive influences in today’s American youth.  Our staff will interact 
with the Academy cadets on a daily basis and you will be able to help further enhance the cadets’ interest in 
the U.S. military.

Pay:  $1,250 for each session. 

Duties:  Tasks include inventory of supplies, correspondence with military bases and parents, planning of 
activities and training, determining safety risks, and more.  Once the students/cadets arrive, summer staff 
will be responsible for cadet training.  This includes leading cadets in close-order drill, physical training, 
leadership simulations, land navigation, squad tactics, etc.  

Dates:  There are two sessions available for the 2009 summer.  Depending on your summer obligations, you 
may work one or both sessions.

First Session: 29 June – 21 July 2009
Second Session: 21 July – 14 August 2009

Location:  The first session will be held at Fort Pickett, located in Blackstone, Virginia.  The second session 
will be held at Eastover Retreat Center in Spring Grove, Virginia.  Food, lodging, and uniforms are included 
during the Academy sessions.
